Video Production:

In this course, students will learn the fundamentals of digital video production, film and television broadcast. This course is project based and students will learn to divide each project into preproduction, production and postproduction phases. Preproduction includes scripting, storyboarding and planning projects.  Production topics include lighting, camera operation, audio, and scene direction.  Post-production includes the editing, effects, compression and distribution of completed projects.  In addition, this course analyzes the historical, cultural and artistic qualities of cinema.  This course provides the F requirement (Visual and Performing Arts) for UC/CSU as well as VAPA credit for CHS graduation.

Video Bulletin:

In addition to video production projects, students will also be producing the Video Bulletin for CHS.  Students will be assigned a job and as a team, produce a “live” show.  Students will be required to be in front of the camera (anchor job) at least once during the school year. In addition these videos will be broadcast, archived and available for viewing across campus and the web.  If students or parents have issue with this please see me. 

Projects:

· Some projects will be individual projects however most will be group projects requiring the assistance of others. Teamwork will be essential.  While there is little “homework” in this class, students will be spending many hours outside of class completing their projects. Viewing and critiquing of student projects, films and videos will also be an essential portion of the course. 

· Regular class discussions will occur and may be graded for participation. 

· Because this course is project driven, it requires students to be independent, hardworking, respectful and most of all creative. 

· This course is designed as an occupational training program for those students possibly interested in a career in video, film or broadcast.  At times there will be projects that require students to create projects for the school, teachers or administration.  In this case, it is imperative that students perform these projects with maturity and professionalism (even though it might not be your favorite). 
· YOU ARE WHAT YOU MAKE!
Guidelines for all Video Projects 

· In order to receive a grade ALL VIDEOS must be PG-13 and:
1. NO Inappropriate language (cursing, etc).

2. NO Inappropriate subject matter (sex, drugs and rock-n-roll).

3. NO Inappropriate violence
4. NO GUNS, KNIVES or demon cats eating human hearts 

· Do not disturb students, teachers or classrooms while shooting on campus.

When you are outside the classroom working on assignments, you are to act maturely, and responsibly.  Your actions reflect directly on the instructor (ME!) and the course. Failure to act appropriately is grounds for keeping you in class and disciplinary action.
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You break it, you buy it (camera, lights, computers, etc). Video equipment is VERY expensive.

· Do not shoot any video in or around RESTROOMS.  

· Only video production work is to be done in class and on the computers unless otherwise approved. If your projects are completed you may work on other things. THIS COURSE IS NOT A STUDY HALL.  If you need a class to catch up on homework, this is not for you.
· Observe all copyright licenses (music, clips, etc).

Guidelines for Video Bulletin

· The video bulletin is a broadcast production that is seen students, teachers, administration and the community.  Therefore, it is imperative that it be performed in a professional and appropriate manner.
· Any inappropriate behavior or content broadcast on the video bulletin can result in removal from future broadcasts, disciplinary action and/or a reduction in grade.
· Because you will be assigned a job, attendance is essential for a successful broadcast.  Any absences or tardy’s resulting in missed participation in a broadcast, will result in a reduction of your grade.
Computer use guidelines

1. FORTNITE and other games are not permitted on your computers during class time.  If you would like to waste your time, please do so outside of class.

2. No student will attempt to fix, patch, hack, program, write or do any other interfering activity with the computers, connecting wires, or other related items.

3. Do not eat or drink while on the computers. 
Materials 
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You are required to purchase your own SD memory card for project storage and camera use.  These are relatively inexpensive (about $12-20). They are available at most electronics and drug stores as well as Amazon.  I recommend 8GB or more. I do not provide these for students.  If you feel you cannot afford this purchase, let me know and we will work something out. WRITE YOUR NAME AND PERIOD ON YOUR CARD!!!!

· When checking out cameras or using school equipment, you will be responsible for them.  This includes the camera, battery, charger and others.  While checked out theft, damage or any other acts of nature are your responsibility.
